In February of 2008 the vision and strategy for Ignite was presented to the leadership of the Four-
square Church by Mike Larkin. Necessary steps began for the development and implementation
of this innovative approach to discipleship, academics, ministry formation and global outreach for
the launch in January of 2009. Mike, former director of Foursquare Missions International and
associate professor at LIFE Pacific College, worked with then President of LIFE Pacific College
Dan Stewart, and over the past two years with Robert Flores, current LIFE President, to establish
a partnership that would enable Ignite to incubate and mature on the LIFE campus. The support
and partnership with the leadership at LIFE has been extremely gracious and helpful. Much of
Ignite’s success is attributable to the support of both Dan Stewart and Robert Flores, Faculty and
staff.

Since the program’s inception, the relationship with LIFE has been solid, Ignite has had room to
grow, the enrollment has been at near capacity, and students have completed one full year (two 4
month semesters), ministered in 10 different urban centers around the United States, and partici-
pated on mission teams to over 13 countries.

In the Fall of 2011, the Ignite Academy will be moving to Christiansburg, Virginia at Crosspointe,
and will be adding some additional elements to an already successful model. A second year of
college courses are being added, moving students closer to the completion of an AA degree in
general studies with a strong biblical foundation. Partnerships with churches and community min-
istries are being established which has become a main component to the development of ministry
skills in students’ lives. Additionally, discipleship is still front and center as the key thread that
cinches all program elements together.
